I take that back...


I should have said "I wasn't planning on making this album"


Thats just the way it turned out.





It isnt in my nature to sit down at my computer and start making music


with the intention of creating an album. I make tracks and then group the ones


i feel would work best together later on down the road.





This album was sort of an exception to the rule.


Around fall of 2004 and winter 2005 (when these tracks were composed/compiled),


I had been doing alot of very simple 4/4 tracks. They didnt really consist of anything


too exciting as far as melodies were concerned, and they didnt really leave me feeling 


quite satisfied with the end product.





As a result, I kinda set the traditional techno stuff to the side and began to work


on a remix of an old Miles Davis tune (although I can't remember which one). As the track 


progressed, I noticed that sampling jazz had really sparked an interest in me, and before I knew


it, I had finished the track "car chase (not finished)"





Sampling things wasnt new to me, although the samples I used were mostly one or two second


vocal clips. As I started doing it more and more, I found that my interest in it had begun to grow.


Composing simple melodies and overlapping them with slow and mellow samples off of old jazz records, cd's


and cassette's, the tracks I had been working on seemed to come together quite nicely.


Eventually, I had composed enough of them to put together a little ep, which is what you are (hopefully)


listening to or about to listen to.





I dont credit this-by any means-to being my best work.


HOWEVER, out of all the music I've made in the past (released and un-released), this is certainly my favorite.


I listen to this ep very frequently, especially around the time when fall is making its way in my direction.


And whenever I hear the final track on here, I cant help but find myself calm and collected.
